

Octave Mandolin Chords

An octave mandolin can be tuned to G, D, A, E, an octave lower than a mandolin.  If done so the same chords as used on a mandolin can be attempted.  Some of them require too great a stretch for the fingers.  The following two summaries attempt to provide some chords that can be used for this instrument.  Both use all 4 courses.  4 string and 8 string versions can use the same chords.  Following are some notes regarding the summaries.

Open Chords 

Open chords have at least one unfretted string.  The following abbreviations are used:

m - Minor




M - Major 

any - Both the Aug and dim chords share a characteristic.  The same chord can be used for any of the notes it contains.

G Chords

This summary contains moveable chords of many types.  The G versions are shown.  They are grouped by type.  The inversion are shown while traveling up the neck.
